[image: ]Music at Barrow CE School 
At Barrow CE School we use Charanga to support our music teaching, this is an online music scheme with lots of visual aids and interactive resources to our pupils’ learning about music. Take a look at our whole school curriculum overview above to find out which units your child will be covering in music this year.
This year our Year 2 and 3 children also have the opportunity to learn the ukulele during their whole class music lessons. This is a fantastic opportunity and often leads to children taking up individual music lessons for that instrument. We have a weekly choir club which meets at lunchtime and is well attended by children across the school. We also have a twice weekly visit from a music tutor who works one to one with pupils to learn piano and guitar.
All children also take part in whole school singing sessions throughout the week where they learn songs related to the season or important festivals. This culminates in community celebrations for harvest, Easter and the end of the school year.  At Christmas Key Stage 2 invite parents to join us at Church for a Christmas carol concert to share the songs we have been learning and Reception and Key Stage 1 put on a nativity play with lots of singing and dancing.
To support our music teaching and provide engaging opportunities for our pupils, we often invite guests into our school. Recently we have had visits from members of a local orchestra, a brass band and Kellsborrow choir. Every year Key Stage 2 will be take part in the Young Voices choir event at Manchester Arena.

Inter-related dimensions of music (dynamics):

· PULSE: the steady beat of a piece of a piece of music
· PITCH: the melody and the way the notes change from low to high and vice versa.
· RHYTHM: or duration is the pattern of long and short sounds in a piece of music
· DYNAMICS: Loud and soft
· TEMPO: Fast and slow
· TIMBRE: The type of sound – whisper/hum/sing/talk (examples with the voice) or twinkly/hard/soft (examples with instruments)
· TEXTURE: Layers of sound (number of instruments or voices playing together)
· STRUCTURE: The way the music is laid out –e.g. Verse, chorus, verse.
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
